CLAY COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION

MINUTES

January 16, 2008
The 2008 organizational meeting of the Clay County Redevelopment Commission was called to order by 2007 President William Sisson, at 7:00 p.m.

Those in attendance were commission members Bill Sisson, Tom Ames, Brian Wyndham, Jan Howell, and Richard Burger.  Jim Coffenberry of WCIEDD, and Clay County Commissioners Paul Sinders and Charlie Brown were also present at the meeting.  Deputy Auditor Nancy Coleman made the following record to wit:
Nominations for 2008 President of the Commission were made. Tom Ames nominated Bill Sisson, Jan Howell seconded. Motion carried, 4 ayes.

Bill Sisson asked for nominations for Vice-President. Tom Ames was nominated by Jan Howell, seconded by Richard Burger. Motion carried, 4 ayes.
A motion to approve the December 19, 2007 minutes was made by Jan Howell, and seconded by Tom Ames.  Motion carried 4 ayes.  
OLD BUSINESS

Bill Sisson asked for an update on the IVC expansion. Jim Coffenberry explained that Phase 1 is complete. This includes environmental agreements, air permits, etc. He said IVC wants to hold a public meeting, and would like County Officials and members of the Commission to be present. Mr. Coffenberry said it would probably be spring of 2008 before all of the permits could be acquired, and did not have a projected date for the meeting IVC wants to hold.
Mr. Coffenberry presented a draft of the Rural Business Enterprise Grant to the Commission for their information and to answer any questions they might have. He explained that this was the same draft the Commissioners have and is standard for any Grant. After explaining some of the details, he said that the Commission would be in charge of procurement  They can expect the award approximately 45 days after all proposals have been received. Much discussion followed concerning future development of the area and the proposed Tabortown 

Interchange.
NEW BUSINESS

Jim Coffenberry presented the new Redevelopment Commission Technical Assistance Contract for approval. The 2007 contract expires on February 1, 2008. Mr. Coffenberry said that for 200 hours base service, the cost had increased from $7,000.00 to $10,000.00. A motion to accept the contract was made by Jan Howell, seconded by Richard Burger. Motion carried, 5 ayes.
Jim Coffenberry said that Brad Emmert had approached him concerning setting up specifications for building set-up for development. Mr. Emmert would like to talk to the commission about possible help with marketing. Mr. Coffenberry said this could be helpful to redevelopment, since building specifications would already be in place. He asked the Commission to meet with Brad Emmert to put together a package for marketing. Attorney Lou Brittton had said he would attend, and that the meeting will be held within the next 2-3 weeks. Brian Wyndham and Tom Ames said they would attend, with Bill Sisson as an alternate.
Commissioner Paul Sinders informed the Redevelopment Commission that the Commissioners are going to propose that a per diem be appropriated to compensate the Commission for their time. Commissioners Paul Sinders and Charlie Brown thanked the Redevelopment for their service.
Tom Ames commented on the good working relationship the Commission has with the Commissioners and Jim Coffenberry, and thanked them for their efforts.
A motion to adjourn was made by Jan Howell, and seconded by Tom Ames.  Motion carried 5 ayes.
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
